Guidelines and Application Process

Strengthening both the sense of community and the tradition of community service may well be the first obligation of community foundations, an obligation that goes along with the rare privilege given philanthropy: the freedom to decide privately the means by which the goal of community building is to be accomplished.

Quality of life concerns are a priority with the Foundation.  Clean neighborhoods, lighted buildings, trees, well-maintained parks and common areas, and other “green” areas influence how people feel about where they live and work.  Lean municipal budgets often lack funds for these purposes.

The Northern Chautauqua Community Foundation invites you and your organization to apply for funding for projects promoting “Community Pride”.

A 1:1 match is required.  Grant requests will be considered in the range of $100 to $1,500.  Match could be in dollars, volunteer hours, supplies, etc.  

Eligible organizations must be community based and not-for-profit, such as garden clubs, service clubs, church groups, civic improvement associations and similar type organizations.  The project should be of a nature that encourages citizen participation and, when completed, will reflect community pride.  Examples might be outside lighting (public buildings), tree planting, and neighborhood cleanup.

To be considered, submit a letter of interest and request, outlining the necessary information, to include: name of the organization or group making the request, contact person and telephone number, description of the project, cost break-down, location, completion date, and how the matching funds will be raised.
